Your phone

Avoid touching the aerial while it is in use. Contact with the aerial affects the communication
quality and may reduce battery life due to higher power level during operation.

Do not connect to products that create an output signal, as this may damage the device. Do
not connect any voltage source to the audio connector. If you connect an external device

or headset, other than those approved for use with this device, to the audio connector, pay
special attention to the volume level. Parts of the device are magnetic. Metallic materials may
be attracted to the device. Do not place credit cards or other magnetic storage media near the
device, because the information stored on them may be erased.

Some of the accessories mentioned in this user guide, such as the charger, headset, or data
cable, may be sold separately.

The strap with the utility clip (available only in selected markets) must be used only for carrying
the phone. Usage for any other purpose is prohibited. Do not use the strap without the

utility clip. Do not use in close proximity of hazardous machines and always take extra care in
extreme situations.

Nano-SIM

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MicroSD memory cards

Use only compatible memory cards approved for use with this device. Incompatible cards may
damage the card and the device and corrupt data stored on the card.

Open the card tray

1. With your phone facing down, put your fingernail in the slot above the SIM and memory card
tray cover and pull the cover down.

2. Push the tray opener pin into the tray hole and slide the tray out.

Insert the SIM and memory cards

1. If you have a single-SIM phone, put a nano-SIM card in slot 1 and a memory card in slot 2 on
the tray, with the contact areas face down.

2. If you have a dual-SIM phone, put a nano-SIM card in slot 1 and either a second SIM or a
memory card in slot 2, with the contact areas face down. Both SIM cards are available at the
same time if neither of them is being used, but while one SIM card is active, for example,
making a call, the other may be unavailable.

3. Slide the tray back into the slot.

4. Press the cover firmly back in place to prevent dust or water entering the phone and
damaging it.

Switch on your phone

Press and hold the power key until the phone vibrates.

Jﬂj Tip: To be able to distinguish your SIM cards, give them descriptive names. In the
SIM manager settings, select each SIM card, type in the name and select Save .

Access codes

Your phone and SIM card use different codes for security.

® PIN or PIN2 codes: These codes protect your SIM card against unauthorised use. If you
forget the codes or they weren‘t supplied with your card, contact your network service

provider. If you type in the code incorrectly 3 times in a row, you'll need to unblock the SIM
with the PUK or PUK2 code.

PUK or PUK2 codes: These codes are required to unblock a PIN or PIN2 code. If the codes
are not supplied with your SIM card, contact your network service provider.

Screen lock: The screen lock helps you protect your phone against unauthorised use. You
can set your phone to ask for the screen lock code that you've set. Keep the code secret,
and if you have to write it down store it in a safe place, separate from your phone. If you
forget the code and your phone is blocked, your phone will require servicing. Additional
charges may apply and all the personal data on your phone may be deleted. For more
information, contact the nearest care point for your phone or your phone retailer.

IMEI code: The IMEI code is used to identify phones in the network. You may also need to
give the number to customer services or your phone retailer. To view your IMEI number, dial
*#06# . Your phone’s IMEI code is also printed on your phone’s label, which is located under
the battery. The IMEl is also shown on the phone’s original packaging.

CHARGE YOUR PHONE

Your battery has been partially charged at the factory, but you may need to recharge it before

you can use your phone.

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Charge the battery

1. Plug the charger into a wall outlet.

2. Open the top cover of the phone: put your fingernail into the seam between the phone and
the cover and pull the cover off.

3. Connect the charger to the phone. When done, unplug the charger from the phone and then
from the wall socket.

4. Press the cover firmly back in place to prevent dust or water entering the phone and
damaging it.

If the battery is completely discharged, it may take several minutes before the charging
indicator is displayed.

42] Tip: You can use USB charging when a wall outlet is not available. The efficiency of USB
charging power varies significantly and it may take a long time for charging to start and the
device to start functioning.

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During extended operation, the device may feel warm. In most cases, this is normal. To avoid
getting too warm, the device may automatically slow down, close apps, switch off charging,
and if necessary, switch itself off.

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BATTERY AND CHARGER INFORMATION

Battery and charger safety information

To unplug a charger or an accessory, hold and pull the plug, not the cord.

When your charger is not in use, unplug it. If left unused, a fully charged battery will lose its
charge over time.

Always keep the battery between 59°F and 77°F (15°C and 25°C) for optimal performance.
Extreme temperatures reduce the capacity and lifetime of the battery. A device with a hot or
cold battery may not work temporarily. Accidental short-circuiting can happen when a metallic
object touches the metal strips on the battery. This may damage the battery or the other
object.

Do not dispose of batteries in a fire as they may explode. Obey local regulations. Recycle when
possible. Do not dispose as household waste.

Do not dismantle, cut, crush, bend, puncture, or otherwise damage the battery in any way.
If a battery leaks, do not let the liquid touch the skin or eyes. If this happens, immediately
flush the affected areas with water or seek medical help.
