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Note: You can set the phone to ask for a security code to protect your privacy and personal

data. Select Menu > Se�ings > Security > Keyguard > Security code and enter a code.

Note, however, that you need to remember the code, as HMDGlobal is not able to open or

bypass it.

Parts and connectors, magnetism

Do not connect to products that create an output signal, as this may damage the device. Do

not connect any voltage source to the audio connector. If you connect an external device

or headset, other than those approved for use with this device, to the audio connector, pay

special a�ention to volume levels.

Parts of the device aremagnetic. Metallic materials may be a�racted to the device. Do not

place credit cards or other magnetic stripe cards near the device for extended periods of

time, since the cardsmay be damaged.

Find yourmodel number and serial number (IMEI)

If you need to contact your care point or your service provider, youmay need info such as the

model number and the serial number (IMEI). To see themodel number, dial *#0000#. To see

the serial number, dial *#06#.

If you have a dual SIM phone, only IMEI1 is needed. You can also find the info on your phone

label, which is located under the ba�ery.

The IMEI is also visible on the original sales box.

SETUP ANDSWITCHON YOUR PHONE

Nano-SIM

Important: This device is designed to be usedwith a nano-SIM card only. Use of incompatible

SIM cardsmay damage the card or the device, andmay corrupt data stored on the card.

Note: Switch the device o� and disconnect the charger and any other device before

removing any covers. Avoid touching electronic components while changing any covers.

Always store and use the device with any covers a�ached.
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Open the back cover

1. Place your fingernail in the small slot at the bo�om of the phone, then lift and remove the

cover.

2. If the ba�ery is in the phone, take it out.
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Insert the SIM cards

1. Slide the SIM card in the SIM card slot.

2. If you have a dual-SIM phone, slide the second SIM in the SIM2 slot.

Both SIM cards are available at the same timewhen the device is not being used, but while

one SIM card is active, for example, whenmaking a call, the other may be unavailable.

Note: On dual SIM capable devices, both SIM1 and SIM2 slots support 2G networks. For more

information on your SIM cards, contact your service provider.

Tip: To find out if your phone can use 2 SIM cards, see the label on the sales box. If there are

2 IMEI codes on the label, you have a dual-SIM phone.
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Insert thememory card

1. Slide thememory card in thememory card slot.

2. Put back the ba�ery.

3. Put back the back cover.

Use only compatible memory cards approved for use with this device. Incompatible cardsmay

damage the card and the device and corrupt data stored on the card.

Important: Do not remove thememory card when an app is using it. Doing somay damage

thememory card and the device and corrupt data stored on the card.

Tip: Use a fast, up to 32 GBmicroSDmemory card from awell-knownmanufacturer.

Note: Pre-installed system software and apps use a significant part of memory space.

Switch on your phone

Press and hold�.
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CHARGE YOURDEVICE

Your ba�ery has been partially charged at the factory, but youmay need to recharge it before

you can use your device.

Your device has a removable, rechargeable lithium-ion ba�ery. For safe removal of the ba�ery,

read the safety information.

Charge the ba�ery

1. Plug the charger into a wall outlet.

2. Connect the charger to the device.

Do not overcharge the ba�ery: once charging of your device is complete, first unplug the

charger from the device and then from the electrical outlet.

Do not overuse the ba�ery: avoid le�ing the ba�ery charge drop below 20%or using it until it

runs out of power and shuts down.

If the ba�ery is completely discharged, it may take several minutes before the charging

indicator is displayed.

Tip: You can use USB charging when awall outlet is not available. The e�iciency of USB

charging power varies significantly, and it may take a long time for charging to start and the

device to start functioning.

Chargermodel

For EU countries: Use your device only with an original BL-L5K rechargeable ba�ery. Charge

your device with the HAC-18 charger. Charger plug typemay vary. HMDGlobal maymake

additional ba�ery or charger models available for this device.

For environmental reasons this package does not include a charger. This device can be

poweredwithmost USB power adapters and a cable with USB Type-C plug. Use only chargers

and cables that are compliant with applicable country regulations and international and

regional safety standards to avoid any risk of property loss or personal injury. The power

delivered by the charger must be betweenmin 2Wa�s required by the radio equipment and

max 2.75Wa�s in order to achieve themaximum charging speed.

Your device supports the USB-C cable. You can also charge your device from a computer with

a USB cable, but it may take a longer time.

For other countries: Charge your device with the HAC-18 charger. HMDGlobal maymake

additional ba�ery or charger models available for this device. Charging time can vary

depending on device capability. Some of the accessoriesmentioned in this user guide, such

as charger, headset or data cable, may be sold separately.
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When charger is not included in the sales box, charge your device using the data cable

(included) and a USB power adaptor (may be sold separately). You can charge your device

with third-party cables and power adaptors that are compliant with USB 2.0 or later and

with applicable country regulations and international and regional safety standards. Other

adaptorsmay notmeet applicable safety standards, and charging with such adaptors could

pose a risk of property loss or personal injury. It is recommended to use a power adaptor with

an input of 100-240V~50/60Hz 0.1A and output of 5V/0.55A to optimise the charging of your

device.

Lock the keypad

To avoid accidentally pressing the keys, lock the keypad: select� > Lock keypad . To unlock

the keypad, press�, and select Unlock >�.

Typewith the keypad

Press a key repeatedly until the le�er is shown.

To enter a space press 0 .

To type a special character or punctuationmark, select� > Insert options > Insert symbol .

To switch between character cases, press # repeatedly.

To type a number, press and hold a number key.

Make a call

Learn how tomake a call with your new phone.

1. Type in the phone number. To type in the + character, used for international calls, press *

twice.

2. Press the call key. If asked, select which SIM to use.

3. To end the call, press the end key.

1. Select Menu > Contacts >� > New .

Save a contact from the call logs

1. Select Menu > Call logs , and select the call type.

Add to new contact to create a new contact, or Add to existing contact to add the

number to a contact in your contacts list.

TAKECAREOF YOURDEVICE

gets wet, remove the ba�ery and let the

device dry.

• Do not use or store the device in dusty or

dirty areas.

• Do not store the device in high

temperatures. High temperaturesmay

damage the device or ba�ery.
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• Do not store the device in cold

temperatures. When the device warms

to its normal temperature, moisture can

form inside the device and damage it.

• Do not open the device other than as

instructed in the user guide.

• Unauthorisedmodificationsmay damage

the device and violate regulations

governing radio devices.

• Do not drop, knock, or shake the device or

the ba�ery.

• For optimal performance, switch the

device o� and remove the ba�ery from

time to time.

Charge your device with a compatible charger. Charger plug typemay vary. Charging time can

vary depending on device capability.

Ba�ery and charger safety info

Once charging of your device is complete, unplug the charger from the device and electrical

outlet. Please note that continuous charging should not exceed 12 hours. If left unused, a

fully charged ba�ery will lose its charge over time.
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Extreme temperatures reduce the capacity and lifetime of the ba�ery. Always keep the

ba�ery between 15°C and 25°C (59°F and 77°F) for optimal performance. A device with a

hot or cold ba�erymay not work temporarily. Note that the ba�erymay drain quickly in cold

temperatures and lose enough power to switch o� the device within minutes. When you are

outdoors in cold temperatures, keep your device warm.

Obey local regulations. Recycle when possible. Do not dispose as household waste.

Do not expose the ba�ery to extremely low air pressure or leave it to extremely high

temperature, for example dispose it in a fire, as that may cause the ba�ery to explode or leak

flammable liquid or gas.

Use the ba�ery and charger for their intended purposes only. Improper use, or use of

unapproved or incompatible ba�eries or chargersmay present a risk of fire, explosion, or

other hazard, andmay invalidate any approval or warranty. If you believe the ba�ery or charger

is damaged, take it to a service centre or your phone dealer before continuing to use it. Never

use a damaged ba�ery or charger. Only use the charger indoors. Do not charge your device

during a lightning storm.

To unplug a charger or an accessory, hold and pull the plug, not the cord.

Additionally, the following applies if your device has a removable or user-replaceable ba�ery:

• Always switch the device o� and unplug the charger before removing any covers or the

ba�ery.

• Accidental short-circuiting can happenwhen ametallic object touches themetal strips on

the ba�ery. This may damage the ba�ery or the other object.

Check regularly that all wireless device equipment in

your vehicle is mounted and operating properly. Do not store or carry flammable or explosive

materials in the same compartment as the device, its parts, or accessories.

CERTIFICATION INFORMATION

Thismobile devicemeets guidelines for exposure to radio waves.

Your mobile device is a radio transmi�er and receiver. It is designed not to exceed the

limits for exposure to radio waves (radio frequency electromagnetic fields), recommended

by international guidelines from the independent scientific organisation, ICNIRP. These

guidelines incorporate substantial safetymargins that are intended to assure the protection

of all persons regardless of age and health. The exposure guidelines are based on the

Specific Absorption Rate (SAR), which is an expression of the amount of radio frequency (RF)

power deposited in the head or body when the device is transmi�ing. The ICNIRP SAR limit for

mobile devices is 2.0W/kg averaged over 10 grams of tissue.
