Your phone software

Keep your phone up to date and accept available software updates to get new and enhanced

features for your phone. Updating the softwaremay also improve your phone’s performance.

Parts and connectors, magnetism

Do not connect to products that create an output signal, as this may damage the device. Do

not connect any voltage source to the audio connector. If you connect an external device

or headset, other than those approved for use with this device, to the audio connector, pay

special a�ention to volume levels.

Parts of the device aremagnetic. Metallic materials may be a�racted to the device. Do not

place credit cards or other magnetic stripe cards near the device for extended periods of

time, since the cardsmay be damaged.

INSERTTHE SIM ANDMEMORYCARDS

Insert the cards

1. Open the SIM andmemory card tray: push

the tray opener pin in the tray hole and

slide the tray out.

2. Put the nano-SIM in the SIM slot on the

tray with the contact area face down.

3. If you have a dual-SIM phone, put the

second SIM in the SIM2 slot.

4. If you have amemory card, put it in the

memory card slot.

5. Slide the tray back in.

Use only original nano-SIM cards. Use of incompatible SIM cardsmay damage the card or the

device, andmay corrupt data stored on the card.

Both SIM cards are available at the same timewhen the device is not being used, but while

one SIM card is active, for example, making a call, the other may be unavailable.
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Use only compatible memory cards approved for use with this device. Incompatible cardsmay

damage the card and the device and corrupt data stored on the card.

Tip: To find out if your phone can use 2 SIM cards, see the label on the sales box. If there are

2 IMEI codes on the label, you have a dual-SIM phone.

Note: If you have a dual SIM phonewith only one SIM tray, you cannot use two SIM cards and

amemory card at the same time.

Important: Do not remove thememory card when an app is using it. Doing somay damage

thememory card and the device and corrupt data stored on the card.

Tip: Use a fast, up to 256 GBmicroSDmemory card from awell-knownmanufacturer.

Note: Pre-installed system software and apps use a significant part of memory space.

CHARGE YOUR PHONE

Charge the ba�ery

1. Plug the charger into a wall outlet.

2. Connect the charger to the device.

Do not overcharge the ba�ery: once charging of your device is complete, first unplug the

charger from the device and then from the electrical outlet.

Do not overuse the ba�ery: avoid le�ing the ba�ery charge drop below 20%or using it until it

runs out of power and shuts down.

If the ba�ery is completely discharged, it may take several minutes before the charging

indicator is displayed.

Tip: You can use USB charging when awall outlet is not available. The e�iciency of USB

charging power varies significantly, and it may take a long time for charging to start and the

device to start functioning.

Chargermodel

For EU countries: Use your device only with an original HBA5010AB rechargeable ba�ery.

Charge your device with the HAD-010 charger. Charger plug typemay vary. HMDGlobal may

make additional ba�ery or charger models available for this device.

For environmental reasons this package does not include a charger. This device can be

poweredwithmost USB power adapters and a cable with USB Type-C plug. Use only chargers

and cables that are compliant with applicable country regulations, and international and

regional safety standards to avoid any risk of property loss or personal injury.
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The power delivered by the charger must be betweenmin 5Wa�s required by the radio

equipment, andmax 10Wa�s in order to achieve themaximum charging speed.

For other countries: Charge your device with the HAD-010 charger. HMDGlobal may

make additional ba�ery or charger models available for this device. Charging time can vary

depending on device capability. Some of the accessoriesmentioned in this user guide, such

as charger, headset, or data cable, may be sold separately.

When charger is not included in the sales box, charge your device using the data cable

(included) and a USB power adaptor (may be sold separately). You can charge your device

with third-party cables and power adaptors that are compliant with USB 2.0 or later and

with applicable country regulations and international and regional safety standards. Other

adaptorsmay notmeet applicable safety standards, and charging with such adaptors could

pose a risk of property loss or personal injury. It is recommended to use a power adaptor with

an input of 100-240V~50/60Hz 0.35A and output of 5.0V/2A to optimise the charging of your

device.

SWITCHONANDSETUP YOUR PHONE

Switch on your phone

When you switch your phone on for the first time, your phone guides you to set up your

network connections and phone se�ings.

1. Press and hold the power key.

2. Choose your language and region.

3. Follow the instructions shown on your phone.

Transfer data from your previous phone

You can transfer data from an old phone to your new phone using your Google account.

To back up data on your old phone to your Google account, refer to your old phone’s user

guide.

Restore app se�ings from your previous Android™phone

If your previous phonewas an Android, and you had set it to back up data to your Google

account, you can restore your app se�ings and passwords.

1. Tap Se�ings > Passwords & accounts > Add account > Google .

2. Select which data youwant to restore on your new phone. The sync starts automatically

once your phone is connected to the internet.
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Switch o� your phone

To switch o� your phone, press the power key and the volume up key at the same time, and

select Power o� .

Tip: If you want to switch o� your phone by pressing and holding the power key, tap

Se�ings > System > Gestures > Press & hold power bu�on and select Powermenu .

USE THE TOUCHSCREEN

Important: Avoid scratching the touch screen. Never use an actual pen, pencil, or other sharp

object on the touch screen.

Tap and hold to drag an item

Place your finger on the item for a couple of seconds, and slide your finger across the screen.
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Swipe

Place your finger on the screen, and slide your finger in the direction youwant.

Scroll through a long list ormenu

Slide your finger quickly in a flickingmotion up or down the screen, and lift your finger. To stop

the scrolling, tap the screen.
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Zoom in or out

Place 2 fingers on an item, such as amap, photo, or web page, and slide your fingers apart or

together.

Lock the screen orientation

The screen rotates automatically when you turn the phone 90 degrees.

To lock the screen in portrait mode, swipe down from the top of the screen, and tap

Auto-rotate > O� .

Navigatewith gestures

To switch on using gesture navigation, tap Se�ings > System > Gestures >

Navigationmode > Gesture navigation .

• To see all your apps, on the home screen, swipe up on the screen.

• To go to the home screen, swipe up from the bo�om of the screen. The app youwere in

stays open in the background.

• To seewhich apps you have open, swipe up from the bo�om of the screenwithout

releasing your finger until you see the apps, and then release your finger. To switch to

another open app, tap the app. To close all the open apps, swipe right through all the apps

and tap CLEAR ALL .
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• To go back to the previous screen youwere in, swipe from the right or left edge of the

screen. Your phone remembers all the apps andwebsites you’ve visited since the last time

your screenwas locked.

Navigatewith keys

To switch on the navigation keys, tap Se�ings > System > Gestures > Navigationmode >

3-bu�on navigation .

• To see all your apps, on the home screen, swipe up from the bo�om of the screen.

• To go to the home screen, tap�. The app youwere in stays open in the background.

• To seewhich apps you have open, tap�. To switch to another open app, swipe right

and tap the app. To close all the open apps, swipe right through all the apps and tap

CLEAR ALL .

• To go back to the previous screen youwere in, tap�. Your phone remembers all the apps

andwebsites you’ve visited since the last time your screenwas locked.

LOCKORUNLOCKYOUR PHONE

Lock your phone

If you want to avoid accidentally making a call when your phone is in your pocket or bag, you

can lock your keys and screen.

To lock your keys and screen, press the power key.

Unlock the keys and screen

Press the power key, and swipe up across the screen. If asked, provide additional credentials.

PROTECTYOUR PHONEWITH A SCREEN LOCK

You can set your phone to require authentication when unlocking the screen.

Set a screen lock

1. Tap Se�ings > Security & privacy > Device unlock > Screen lock .

2. Choose the type of lock and follow the instructions on your phone.

PROTECTYOUR PHONEWITH YOUR FINGERPRINT

Add a fingerprint

1. Tap Se�ings > Security & privacy > Device unlock > Face & Fingerprint unlock .

2. Select what backup unlockingmethod youwant to use for the lock screen and follow the

instructions shown on your phone.

Unlock your phonewith your finger

Place your registered finger on the power key.

If there is a fingerprint sensor error, and you cannot use alternative sign-in methods

to recover or reset the phone in any way, your phonewill require service by authorized

personnel. Additional chargesmay apply, and all the personal data on your phonemay be

deleted. For more info, contact the nearest care point for your phone, or your phone dealer.
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PROTECTYOUR PHONEWITH YOUR FACE

Set up face authentication

1. Tap Se�ings > Security & privacy > Device unlock > Face & Fingerprint unlock .

2. Select what backup unlockingmethods youwant to use for the lock screen and follow the

instructions shown on your phone.

Keep your eyes open andmake sure your face is fully visible and not covered by any object,

such as a hat or sunglasses.

Note: Using your face to unlock your phone is less secure than using a fingerprint, pa�ern or

password. Your phonemay be unlocked by someone or something with similar appearance.

Face unlockmay not work properly in backlight or too dark or bright environment.

Unlock your phonewith your face

To unlock your phone, just turn your screen on and look at the front camera.

If there is a facial recognition error, and you cannot use alternative sign-in methods to recover

or reset the phone in any way, your phonewill require service. Additional chargesmay apply,

and all the personal data on your phonemay be deleted. For more info, contact the nearest

authorized service facility for your phone, or your phone dealer.

FIND YOUR LOSTPHONE

Locate or lock your phone

If you lose your phone, youmay be able to find, lock, or erase it remotely if you have signed

in to a Google Account. FindMy Device is on by default for phones associated with a Google

Account.
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To use FindMy Device, your lost phonemust be:

• Turned on

• Signed in to a Google Account

• Connected tomobile data orWi-Fi

• Visible on Google Play

• Location turned on

• FindMy Device turned on

When FindMy Device connects with your phone, you see the phone’s location, and the phone

gets a notification.

1. Open android.com/find on a computer, tablet or phone connected to the internet and sign

in to your Google Account.

2. If you havemore than one phone, click the lost phone at the top of the screen.

3. On themap, see about where the phone is. The location is approximate andmay not be

accurate.

If your device can’t be found, FindMy Device will show its last known location, if available. To

lock or erase your phone, follow the instructions on the web site.

PERSONALIZE YOUR PHONE

Change your wallpaper

Tap Se�ings > Wallpaper & icon > Wallpaper & style .

Change your phone ringtone

Tap Se�ings > Sound & vibration > Phone ringtone SIM1 or Phone ringtone SIM2 , and

select the tone.

Change yourmessage notification sound

Tap Se�ings > Sound & vibration > Default notification sound .

NOTIFICATIONS

Use the notification panel

When you receive new notifications, such asmessages or missed calls, icons appear at the

top of the screen.

To seemore information about the notifications, swipe down from the top of the screen. To

close the view, swipe up on the screen.
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To change the notification se�ings of an app, tap Se�ings > Notifications >

App notifications > Most recent > All apps , and switch the app’s notifications on or

o�.

Use the quick access items

To activate features, tap the corresponding quick access item on the notification panel. To

seemore items, drag themenu down. To rearrange or add new items, tap�, tap and hold an

item, and then drag it to another location.

CONTROLVOLUME

Change the volume

If you have trouble hearing your phone ringing in noisy environments, or calls are too loud, you

can change the volume to your liking by using the volume keys on the side of your phone.

Do not connect to products that create an output signal, as this may damage the device. Do

not connect any voltage source to the audio connector. If you connect an external device

or headset, other than those approved for use with this device, to the audio connector, pay

special a�ention to volume levels.

Change the volume formedia and apps

1. Press a volume key to see the volume level bar.

2. Tap�.

3. Drag the slider on the volume level bars left or right.

4. Tap DONE .

Set the phone to silent

1. Press a volume key.

2. Tap�.

3. Tap� to set your phone to vibrate only, or tap� to set it to silent.

AUTOMATIC TEXTCORRECTION

Use keyboardword suggestions

Your phone suggests words as youwrite, to help youwrite quickly andmore accurately. Word

suggestionsmay not be available in all languages.

When you start writing a word, your phone suggests possible words. When theword youwant

is shown in the suggestion bar, select the word. To seemore suggestions, tap and hold the

suggestion.

Tip: If the suggested word is marked in bold, your phone automatically uses it to replace the

word youwrote. If the word is wrong, tap and hold it to see a few other suggestions.

If you do not want the keyboard to suggest words while typing, turn o� the text corrections.

Tap Se�ings > System > Keyboard > On-screen keyboard . Select the keyboard you

normally use. Tap Text correction and switch o� the text correctionmethods you do not

want to use.

Correct aword

If you notice that you havemisspelled a word, tap it to see suggestions for correcting the

word.

Switch spell checker o�

Tap Se�ings > System > Keyboard > Spell checker , and switch Use spell checker o�.

BATTERYLIFE

Save power

1. Mute unnecessary sounds, such

as touch sounds. Tap Se�ings >

Sound & vibration , and select which

sounds to keep.

2. Use wired headphones, rather than the

loudspeaker.

3. Set the device screen to switch o� after

a short time. Tap Se�ings > Display >
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Screen timeout and select the time.

4. Tap Se�ings > Display >

Brightness level . To adjust the

brightness, drag the brightness

level slider. Make sure that

Adaptive brightness is switched o�.

5. Stop apps from running in the

background.

6. Use location services selectively: switch

location services o�when you don’t need

them. Tap Se�ings > Location , and

switch o� Use location .

7. Use network connections selectively:

Switch Bluetooth on only when needed.

Use aWi-Fi connection to connect to

the internet, rather than amobile data

connection. Stop your device scanning for

available wireless networks. Tap Se�ings

> Network & internet > Internet , and

switch o� Wi-Fi . If you’re listening to

music or otherwise using your device, but

don’t want tomake or receive calls, switch

the airplanemode on. Tap Se�ings

> Network & internet , and switch on

Airplanemode . Airplanemode closes

connections to themobile network and

switches your device’s wireless features

o�.

Follow andmaintain the ba�ery health of your device

For EU countries only.

Tap Se�ings > Ba�ery > Ba�ery info .

If you replace the ba�ery of your device, update the ba�ery information.

Tap Se�ings > Ba�ery > Ba�ery info >� > Replace ba�ery . Enter the serial number of

the new ba�ery. The serial number is a code you can find on the ba�ery label.

EXTEND THEMEMORYOF YOUR PHONEWITH VIRTUALRAM

Switch onmemory extension

If your phone supports the virtual RAM feature, you can havemore apps open in the

background and switch smoothly between them. To switch the feature on, tap Se�ings >

Memory , and switch on Memory extension . If asked, tap thememory size youwant.

Using thememory extension (virtual RAM) requires enough storage space. To protect the

storage, thememory extension is automatically and permanently disabled once 90%of the

usage limit is reached. This can occur after 4 years of heavy usage.

Clean thememory

To clean thememory of your phone from unnecessary apps running in the background, tap

Se�ings > Memory , select the apps youwant to close, and tap Boost . If there are apps

that you always want to keep running in the background, exclude them from the clean-up: tap

Se�ings > Memory > Excluded apps , and switch on the apps youwant to keep open.
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ACCESSIBILITY

Accessibility features

Tap Se�ings > Accessibility and select the features you need.

TalkBack

Provides spoken feedback so that you can use your device without looking at the screen.

Select to Speak

Tap specific items on your screen to hear them read or described aloud.

Display size and text

You can adjust the font size and display elements to be smaller or larger.

Color andmotion

• Color correction: Adjust how colors

display on your device.

• Color inversion: Turns light screens dark,

and dark screens light, reversing the

colors on your display.

• Dark theme: Use a black background.

• Remove animations: Reducemovement

on the screen.

• Largemouse pointer: Make themouse

pointer more noticeable.

Extra Dim

Dim screen beyond your device’s minimum brightness so it’s more comfortable to read.

Magnification

Quickly zoom in on the screen tomake content larger.

Live Caption

Live Caption detects speech on your device and automatically generates captions.

Audio description

Hear a description of what’s happening on the screen in supportedmovies and shows.

Hearing devices

Set up andmanage ASHA and LE Audio hearing aids, Cochlear implants, and other

amplification devices.

Adjust Audio balance

You can adjust the balance of Mono audio to increase the volume of the left or right channel.

Take a selfie

1. Tap Camera >� to switch to the front camera.

Record a video

tap Video .

3. Tap� to start recording.

YourWi-Fi connection is active when� is shown at the top of the screen. If bothWi-Fi and

mobile data connections are available, your phone uses theWi-Fi connection.

Important: Use encryption to increase the security of yourWi-Fi connection. Using

encryption reduces the risk of others accessing your data.

BROWSE THEWEB

Search theweb

1. Tap Chrome .

2. Write a search word or a web address to the search field.

3. Tap�, or select from the proposedmatches.

Tip: If your network service provider doesn’t charge you a fixed fee for data transfer, to save

on data costs, use aWi-Fi network to connect to the internet.

Use your phone to connect your computer to theweb

Use your mobile data connection to access the internet with your laptop or other device.

1. Tap Se�ings > Network & internet > Hotspot & tethering .

2. Switch on Wi-Fi hotspot to share your mobile data connection overWi-Fi, USB tethering

to use a USB connection, Bluetooth tethering to use Bluetooth, or Ethernet tethering to

use a USB Ethernet cable connection.

The other device uses data from your data plan, whichmay result in data tra�ic costs. For info

on availability and costs, contact your network service provider.

BLUETOOTH®

Connect to a Bluetooth device
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1. Tap Se�ings > Connected devices >

Connection preferences > Bluetooth .

2. Switch Use Bluetooth on.

3. Make sure the other device is switched

on. Youmay need to start the pairing

process from the other device. For details,

see the user guide for the other device.

4. Tap Pair new device and tap the device

youwant to pair with from the list of

discovered Bluetooth devices.

5. Youmay need to type in a passcode. For

details, see the user guide for the other

device.

Since devices with Bluetooth wireless technology communicate using radio waves, they

do not need to be in direct line-of-sight. Bluetooth devicesmust, however, be within 10

meters (33 feet) of each other, although the connectionmay be subject to interference from

obstructions such as walls or from other electronic devices.

Paired devices can connect to your phonewhen Bluetooth is switched on. Other devices can

detect your phone only if the Bluetooth se�ings view is open.

Do not pair with or accept connection requests from an unknown device. This helps to protect

your phone from harmful content.

Share your content using Bluetooth

If you want to share your photos or other content with a friend, send them to your friend’s

phone using Bluetooth.

You can usemore than one Bluetooth connection at a time. For example, while using a

Bluetooth headset, you can still send things to another phone.

1. Tap Se�ings > Connected devices >

Connection preferences > Bluetooth .

2. Make sure Bluetooth is switched on in

both phones and the phones are visible

to each other.

3. Go to the content youwant to send, and

tap� > Bluetooth .

4. On the list of found Bluetooth devices, tap

your friend’s phone.

5. If the other phone needs a passcode, type

in or accept the passcode, and tap PAIR .

The passcode is only usedwhen you connect to something for the first time.

Remove a pairing

If you no longer have the device with which you paired your phone, you can remove the

pairing.

1. Tap Se�ings > Connected devices > Saved devices .

2. Tap� next to a device name.

3. Tap FORGET .
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VPN

Youmay need a virtual private network (VPN) connection to access your company resources,

such as intranet or corporatemail, or youmay use a VPN service for personal purposes.

Contact your company IT administrator for details of your VPN configuration, or check your

VPN service’s website for additional info.

Use a secure VPN connection

1. Tap Se�ings > Network & internet > VPN .

2. To add a VPN profile, tap�.

3. Type in the profile info as instructed by your company IT administrator or VPN service.

Edit a VPN profile

1. Tap� next to a profile name.

2. Change the info as required.

Delete a VPN profile

1. Tap� next to a profile name.

2. Tap FORGET .

Set date and time

Tap Se�ings > System > Date & time .

Update the time and date automatically

You can set your phone to update the time, date, and time zone automatically. Automatic

update is a network service andmay not be available depending on your region or network

service provider.

1. Tap Se�ings > System > Date & time .

2. Switch on Set time automatically .

3. Switch on Set automatically .

Change the clock to the 24-hour format

Tap Se�ings > System > Date & time , and switch Use 24-hour format on.

ALARMCLOCK
